Rules for all Index Classes (9.5, 10.5, 11.5 and 12.5) 

Tree Type: Pro 0.400 light 
Ladder Type: Pro Ladder 
Qualifying: Ranked by closest to index time without breakout  
Weigh-In: Not Required 
Staging: Courtesy staging enforced (see details below) 
Deep Staging: Permitted 
Race Format: Single-elimination, heads-up racing 
Field Size: Up to 32 cars per field  
 

• All cars older than model year 2009 competing in the 9.5, 10.5 or 11.5 index classes 
are required to have a catch pan or engine diaper.  

• All cars newer than model year 2009 competing in the 9.5 index or 10.5 index classes 
are required to have a catch pan or engine diaper. 

• All cars competing in any of the index classes must run water only in the engine 
cooling system. This is to speed up track cleanup and improve driver safety.  

• Turbo Cross Bolts: NEW!!! Required on any vehicle that does not have a stainless or 
mild steel full-exhaust system with an exit behind the rear tire. 
 

Index Time: The index time for each of the classes will be either 9.50-, 10.50-, 11.50- or 12.50- 
seconds for the 9.5, 10.5, 11.5 and 12.5 index classes, respectively. The index time represents 
the quickest allowable elapsed time for a vehicle in the class. Going quicker than the index will 
result in a “breakout” that will award the win to the other driver during eliminations. In the 
event of a “double breakout” where both drivers go quicker than the index time for the class, 
the driver with the less severe breakout (closer to the index time) will be awarded the win.  

Eligible vehicles: Vehicles must be powered by one of the following engines to be eligible for 
competition in the index classes:  

• Any Mitsubishi 4-cylinder engine or Hyundai/Kia Equivalent  
• Any Mitsubishi V6 engine or Hyundai/Kia V6 
• Nissan RB26 or VR38 engine 
• Any Inline-6 Cylinder BMW Engine (i.e. A90 Supra)  
• Any vehicle powered by an ECOBOOST engine 
• Any GR Supra, GR86 or GR Corolla  
• Any AWD powered by 4- or 5-cylinder turbocharged engine  
• Any RWD powered by 4- or 5-cylinder turbocharged engine  
• Any FWD powered by 4- or 5-cylinder turbocharged engine
